Signs and Symptoms

Treatment of Scabies

that treats scabies is also referred to as a “siciji Several products are available.

Parents must be certain that applied lotion isdefthe body for the duration of time
recommended on the bottle or by the doctor. Theat be several hours or overnight.
Physicians often must treat family members, evesdiwithout symptoms.

To avoid dangerous side effect, follow your doddreatment as recommended.

Towels, bedding, and clothing must either be lavediéen very hot water, or stored in a plastic
bag for 72 hours, before being used by anybody.

Check your child’s skin in one week after treatmefsymptoms are not improving, contact
your child’s physician.
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
